Trinity View Independent Residents Fire Instructions

You are responsible for your own safety.

Trinity View fire alarms are activated when there is a fire, smoke detected,
or there is a scheduled drill. Assume it is a real alarm: leave your apartment.
Close your windows and doors, turn off all appliances, and stand in the hall by
your closed door.

Evacuate ONLY when a Trinity View employee tells you to.
DO NOT use elevators nor open the fire doors in the hall. Go to the
outside ends of the hall or down those exit stairs to the outside.

If your door is hot, do not open. Place a wet towel under the door, and go to a window where you
can be seen by the firefighters. If there is smoke, cover your nose and mouth with a wet

cloth and get as low as possible.

REMEMBER: YOU are responsible for your own safety...plan to GET OUT!
